Dogs left inside a hot parked car can prove to
be a fatal mistake. Even on a moderately warm 78 degree day, the temperature inside a shaded car
is 90 degrees and a car parked in the sun can reach more than 120 degrees in minutes (and that’'s
with the windows patrtially open).

What can you do if you see a dog in trouble? Call the police. They have the capability to enter
the vehicle and rescue the dog. Another option if the dog is at a shopping center is to ask for the
store manager and give them the make, model, color and license number. Ask them to immediately
page the owner to the front. All they need to say is, “I was concerned about your dog”. Once this
happens, most dog owners won’t make the same mistake again.

While it may be uncomfortable for us to “get involved”, the dogs life may depend on it.

Do all you can to make this summer an enjoyable one for your dog by keeping him/her cool and
providing fresh and clean water at all times.
