Side effects could cause your dog to vomit, have diarrhea,
experience an irregular heart beat, have increased urination, and
experience muscle tremors and seizures. The effects can be serious.
Death from chocolate toxicity can occur within 24 hours.

Onions and garlic

drop in your dogs’ blood sugar)

We recently had a near tragic occurrence when one of our Golden Retrievers, who is being
fostered, tangled with a Sago Palm. Sam was very fortunate-maybe his youth or the small
amount he ingested saved him, but a previous applicant tells the heartbreaking story of losing his
Golden to a “little chewing” on a Sago Palm. If you have one in your yard, GET RID OF IT. ltis
highly toxic.

As we approach the Holiday season, many of us will be placing lovely greenery in our homes and
yards to celebrate the Season. Below is a list of some of the more popular POISONOUS holiday
plants as well as others we have in our yards all year long.

The calls have been coming in fast and furious for Golden Retrievers in distress and our
volunteer crew is now down to a bare minimum. | am asking each of you to consider our need for
foster and transportation volunteers. If you adopted a Golden Retrieve from GREAT, you have
benefited from another person who took the time to care.

With the recent hurricanes throughout the Southeast, the Golden Retriever rescue in the
Panhandle is forced to close its doors until 2006 due to the influx of dogs and lack of fosters.
Because of the recent outbreak of kennel cough/flu, many rescues including GREAT have no
place to board affected Goldens for the 1-3 weeks it takes to get them back into good health. In
addition, you may have heard that the Jacksonville Humane Society has become a “no kill”
shelter which means they can only accommodate a limited number of animals. The balance must
go to Jacksonville Animal Care and Control which is taking in between 75-100 animals a day!!
Their conditions are vastly overcrowded which promotes the spread of diseases such as Kennel
Cough. GREAT has been notified that any infected Goldens must be immediately taken by our
rescue or you can guess the outcome.

Here’'s how you can help:

BECOME A FOSTER: All dogs coming into our rescue are given a complete medical
examination, vaccinations, checked for worms and heart worm and then placed in a foster home.
If they have ongoing health issues such as heart worm, we simply ask the foster to drop the dog
off for appointments scheduled at your convenience. ALL medical expenses are funded by
GREAT. You may download a foster application by going to our website at GREATRESCUE.org.

ASK FRIENDS, FAMILY MEMBER AND NEIGHBORS who have no other pets to foster a Golden
Retriever who has Kennel Cough/Flu until the dog has recovered. This is not contagious to
humans and is an ideal situation for someone who is retired, travels with work or just does not
want the responsibility of a dog full time, yet would love some Golden smooches now and then

HELP WITH TRANSPORTATION: Volunteers are needed who can pick up dogs throughout
Northeast Florida/Southeast Georgia from shelters and private homes and take them to our
Rescue Veterinary Hospital. Often dogs must be removed from shelters or they will be
euthanized so help in this area is also critical.

Please give some thought to this urgent request and open your hearts and homes to these
Golden Retrievers that deserve a second chance!
